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Jesus said: “Had ye believed Moses, ye would have
believed Me.” John 5:46. To believe in Moses is to believe
what he wrote; to believe in Jesus is to believe what He
says. If you cannot believe in Moses, then you cannot
believe in Jesus. And how much shall we believe? – Jesus
answers: “O fools, and slow of heart to believe all that the
prophets have spoken.” Lu. 24:25.

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The Book of the Law
2 Kings 22

“And Hilkiah the high priest said unto Shaphan the scribe, I
have found the book of the law in the house of the LORD. And
Hilkiah gave the book to Shaphan, and he read it… And
Shaphan the scribe shewed the king, saying, Hilkiah the priest
hath delivered me a book. And Shaphan read it before the
king. And it came to pass, when the king had heard the words
of the book of the law, that he rent his clothes. And the king
commanded Hilkiah the priest, and Ahikam the son of
Shaphan, and Achbor the son of Michaiah, and Shaphan the
scribe, and Asahiah a servant of the king’s, saying, Go ye,

What lessons can we learn from the Tnding of the
book of the law?

The Heaven of Heavens
Deuteronomy 10: 12-15

Inspiration declares that the sun was created on the
fourth day of the week of creation, and astronomical
science has discovered that in our solar system there are
besides the planet Earth eight other planets depending on
the sun for light, heat, and life-giving energy. (The
probability is that three more planets will be discovered,
for according to Genesis 37:9 and other facts, there must
needs be twelve major planets in our solar system.)
During the week of creation, consequently, God must
have created not only the earth but also the entire solar
system. Otherwise, the planets in existing without beneTt
of the sun’s life-sustaining inhuence, would necessarily
have suiered an uninhabited and altogether useless
existence. Inspiration, moreover, says also that in the
week of creation, God created the earth, sun, moon, and
“the stars also.” Gen. 1:16. 

Without a sun, our solar system would have been but a
planetary assemblage without a controlling unit, left to
careen and hurtle heedlessly through space, only to
endure, at the merciless caprice of fortuitous
circumstance, an unending succession of accidental
collisions. Created and set in motion together, though, by
the Hand that sustains them, all the planets safely follow
the sun as it sweeps through space at the tremendous
velocity of 400,000,000 miles a year. 

Our heaven and earth, therefore, being a unit in the solar
system, then both their passing away and their being
renewed necessarily involve the entire system. Not only
our heaven, consequently, but also---The Heavens Need
to be Renewed. 

Each one of the planets in our solar system being
surrounded by its own Trmament or heaven, there are,
consequently, as many heavens (Trmaments) as there are
planets in the system. To these planetary “heavens” apply
the following scriptures:

“For this shall the earth mourn, and the heavens above be
black.” Jer. 4:28. “And all the host of heaven shall be
dissolved, and the heavens shall be rolled together as a
scroll: and all their host shall fall down, as the leaf falleth
oi from the vine, and as a falling Tg from the Tg tree.” Isa.
34:4.

“But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night; in
the which the heavens shall pass away with a great noise,
and the elements shall melt with fervent heat, the earth
also and the works that are therein shall be burned up.” 2
Pet. 3:10. 

“They shall perish, but thou shalt endure: yea, all of them
shall wax old like a garment; as a vesture shalt thou
change them, and they shall be changed.” Ps. 102:26. 

“For as the new heavens and the new earth which I will
make, shall remain before me, saith the Lord, so shall
your seed and your name remain.” Isa. 66:22. 

As a result of sin on earth, causing all creation to groan
(Rom. 8:22), the whole solar family has suiered. The
foregoing scriptures show that not only the earth, but also
the heavens, have waxed old under the curse of sin; that
sin is a contagious disease with far-reaching results; that
“whether one member suier, all the members suier with
it; or one member be honored, all the members rejoice
with it” (1 Cor. 12:26); that God is to make an absolute
riddance of sin and consequently that He will make void
not only the earth, but also the entire solar system; and
that while making the earth new, He will make new the
solar system also! 

“What do ye imagine against the Lord? He will make an
utter end: amiction shall not rise up the second time.”
Nah. 1:9. “And He said unto me Write: for these words are
true and faithful.” Rev. 21 :5. 

“Behold,” He says further, speaking in view of the day that
He will execute “an utter end,” “I will send you Elijah the
prophet before the coming of the great and dreadful day
of the Lord.” Mal. 4:5. Hence Jesus’ words: “Elias truly shall
Trst come, and” ---Shall “Restore All Things.” Matt. 17:11

Though lost through sin, all created in the beginning will
be restored in “the times of restitution of all things, which
God hath spoken by the mouth of all His holy prophets
since the world began.” Acts 3:21. Having created the sea
before the beginning of sin, then to do away with it after
the extinction of sin, as some teach that He is to do, would
certainly not be His restoring “all things,” but rather His
doing away with them, and would imply that in the
beginning He made a mistake in creating the sea thus
belying His pronouncement “that it was good.” Gen. 1:10.
Since, moreover, the serpent, not the sea, caused Adam
and Eve to sin (Gen. 3:1-7), and since the serpent is to be
in the kingdom restored (Isa. 65:25), why, then should God
do away with the sea? 

“God is jealous,” declares the prophet Nahum in his vision
of the time of the end “and the Lord revengeth; the Lord
revengeth, and is furious; the Lord will take vengeance on
His adversaries, and He reserveth wrath for His enemies.
The Lord is slow to anger, and great in power, and will not
at all acquit the wicked: the Lord hath His way in the
whirlwind and in the storm, and the clouds are the dust of
His feet. He rebuketh the sea, and maketh it dry and
drieth up all the rivers: Bashan languisheth, and Carmel,
and the hower of Lebanon languisheth. The mountains
quake at Him, and the hills melt, and the earth is burned
at His presence, yea, the world, and all that dwell therein.
Who can stand before His indignation? and who can abide
in the Terceness of His anger? His fury is poured out like
Tre, and the rocks are thrown down by Him. The Lord is
good, a strong hold in the day of trouble; and He knoweth
them that trust in Him. But with an overrunning hood He
will make an utter end of the place thereof and darkness
shall pursue His enemies. What do ye imagine against the
Lord? He will make an utter end: amiction shall not rise up
the second time.” Nah. 1:2-9. 

“…I saw” says John the Revelator, likewise after beholding
the desolation of the earth, “a new heaven and a new
earth: for the Trst heaven and the Trst earth were passed
away; and there was no more sea.” Rev. 21:1.

Thus, on the absolute Tnality of His Own Word the Lord is
to bring all things to an end, even to drying the rivers and
the seas while He is making clear riddance of sin.

Since along with our heaven and earth, therefore, our
whole solar system is to pass away, not only the saints
from earth, then, but with them also the sons of God from
the whole system, shall live and reign with Christ in the
Heaven of heavens for a thousand years! O what a
privilege! What an opportunity! What a gathering that will
be!

“I have seen the tender love that God has for His people,
and it is very great…. Heaven is a good place. I long to be
there, and behold my lovely Jesus, who gave His life for
me, and be changed into His glorious image. Oh, for
language to express the glory of the bright world to come!
I thirst for the living streams that make glad the city of our
God.” – Early Writings, p. 39.

What is meant by “heaven of heavens”?

When was there no more sea? – When the Trst
heaven and the Trst earth passed away. The scripture
does not say that there shall not be any more sea in
the earth made new. It simply says that “there was no
more sea” while the heaven and the earth were in
their removed state – “passed away.” In other words,
the Trst part of the verse envisages a “new heaven
and a new earth,” whereas the last part foretells of no
more sea before the “new heaven” and the “new
earth” are made.

Jeremiah quoted from the book of Deuteronomy.

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What Does the Lord Require?
Micah 6:1-8

Micah 6:1, 2 – “Hear ye now what the Lord saith; Arise,
contend thou before the mountains, and let the hills hear thy
voice. Hear ye, O mountains, the Lord’s controversy, and ye
strong foundations of the earth: for the Lord hath a
controversy with His people, and He will plead with Israel.” 

First to be noted is the fact that the messenger of God is
instructed to contend before the mountains, and that the
hills are to hear his voice. Obviously, then, in this scripture
as elsewhere in the Bible, mountains and hills must be
Tgurative of kingdoms and governments. 

He is to contend before the mountains not against them;
that is, he is to proclaim that the Lord has a controversy
with His people, that He is asking for a thorough
reformation among them, and that they are not willing
and co-operating. 

The words, Arise, contend thou before the mountains,
and let the hills hear thy voice, imply that heretofore his
voice has been heard only locally but that now he must
meet the situation even though the mountains, hills, and
the strong foundations of the earth hear that the Lord is
having a controversy with His people. 

Until now, we have been merely trihing with the Lord’s
adversaries but now we must get down to business
regardless who hears it. His people must now forever turn
from man’s sayings, whatever they be, and conTne their
faith and hope in “Thus saith the Lord,” regardless
through whom He says it, or else they lose out. As
followers of the Lord, we should hearken to His heart-
rending plea for revival and reformation: 

Micah 6:3 – “O My people, what have I done unto thee? and
wherein have I wearied thee? testify against Me.” 

Micah 6:4 – “For I brought thee up out of the land of Egypt,
and redeemed thee out of the house of servants; and I sent
before thee Moses, Aaron, and Miriam.” 

God is speaking to us who are the descendants of the
prophets, of the apostles, and of the disciples who
through the years of servitude among the Gentile nations
have lost our national identity. Though we may not call
ourselves Israelites, Jacobites, or Jews, God does so call us.
–

God’s faithful few throughout the ages were willing and
even glad for the sake of Truth and righteousness to face
the reproach of their blind and unfaithful brethren. Ought
we not be just as glad to do as much? They won the race
and the crown, and there is no reason why we should not.
Indeed we cannot aiord to lose our reward at this late
hour. 

Micah 6:5 – “O My people, remember now what Balak king of
Moab consulted, and what Balaam the son of Beor answered
him from Shittim unto Gilgal; that ye may know the
righteousness of the Lord.” 

Here we are told that to know the righteousness of the
Lord is to remember God’s dealings with our forefathers,
for His love toward us is not less than it was toward them.
He reminds us of the incident when Balak hired Balaam to
curse Israel, and how He caused Balaam to speak for Him
and to bless His people, that for their sake He brought the
king’s aim to nought and caused Balaam to proclaim to
Balak: “And now, behold, I go unto my people: come
therefore, and I will advertise thee what this people shall
do to thy people in the latter days.... There shall come a
star out of Jacob, and a sceptre shall rise out of Israel, and
shall smite the corners of Moab, and destroy all the
children of Sheth. And Edom shall be a possession, Seir
also shall be a possession for his enemies: and Israel shall
do valiantly.” Num. 24:14, 17, 18. 

In eiect Balaam said to the king of Moab: “I have tried my
best to obtain your favor and to curse Israel, but God has
prevailed. Israel has won; you and I have lost. And further,
let me tell you what this people shall do to thy people in
the latter days: He that is to rule Israel shall smite Moab
on all sides, and Israel shall do valiantly.” 

Thus was Balaam impelled to predict Christ’s birth and His
ruling, causing Israel to do valiantly against Moab and his
neighboring peoples in the latter days. 

Micah 6:8 – “He hath shewed thee, O man, what is good; and
what doth the Lord require of thee, but to do justly, and to
love mercy, and to walk humbly with thy God?” 

To do justly, to love mercy, and to walk humbly with our

It was seen in previous studies that the prophecies of
Micah 4 and 5 are to be fulTlled in the latter days, our
time, in a time that Inspiration by the revelation of
these prophecies calls for a reformation among God’s
people. The prophecies now being unsealed for the
Trst time since they were written, and the
reformation already on foot, the fact that instead of
gladly accepting the freshly revealed message, they
are creating a controversy throughout the Adventist
churches, very obviously indicates that now is the
time to contend before the mountains, now is the
time for them (the “mountains”) to hear the Lord’s
controversy with His people.

Think of it! A great and inTnite God pleading with
such insigniTcant and sinful human beings as we,
wanting to know why they are against Him.

Think of it! A great and inTnite God pleading with
such insigniTcant and sinful human beings as we,
wanting to know why they are against Him.

Micah 6:6, 7 – “Wherewith shall I come before the Lord,
and bow myself before the high God? shall I come before
Him with burnt o`erings, with calves of a year old? Will
the Lord be pleased with thousands of rams, or with ten
thousands of rivers of oil? Shall I give my arst born for
my transgression, the fruit of my body for the sin of my
soul?” 

From these verses it is apparent that the unfoldment
of these scriptures brings a revival and reformation
among God’s people such as the world has never
seen: Those who receive the Truth in Its fullness,
humbly confess that they are sinners and that they
wish to know the worst of their case. They gladly
sacriTce anything and everything; to them no sacriTce
is too great that would bring them closer to the Lord.
As soon as their pride of opinion leaves them, as
soon as they humbly inquire how to come and bow
before the Lord, just that soon the answer comes to
them: 
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To do justly, to love mercy, and to walk humbly with our
God is the greatest gift one can bring to the Lord. In order
to learn how to do justly, how to love mercy, and how to
walk humbly, we are emphatically told: 

Micah 6:9 – “The Lord’s voice crieth unto the city, and the
man of wisdom shall see thy name: hear ye the Rod, and Who
hath appointed It.” 

The Lord declares that His voice is crying to the city (to the
church), and that the men of wisdom shall see the name,
and shall hear the Rod and Him Who hath appointed It.

Manifestly, this rod is capable of speaking and of being
heard, thus the command “Hear ye the Rod.” So far as we
know, the only rod that has ever spoken is “THE
SHEPHERD’S ROD.”

I for one cannot overlook, neglect, or reject the Lord’s
counsel in this matter. I must hear the Rod and Him Who
has appointed It if I expect to have a home in His
Kingdom. I cannot aiord to do otherwise, God helping
me, for He Himself declares that if I would know how to
come before Him, what oiering is acceptable to Him, how
to do justly, how to love mercy and how to walk humbly
before Him, I must hear the Rod that “crieth unto the city.” 

Now it is up to all of us individually to decide whether we
should hear the voice of man or the Voice of God’s Rod.
This is now everyone’s test, and it must be everyone’s
concern, for one of these two voices – the voice of men or
the Voice of God’s Rod – will determine everyone’s destiny
either for eternal death or for eternal life.
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Daniel’s Prayer
Daniel 9:1-19 

The ram and the he goat were shown to Daniel in vision
“in the third year of the reign of king Belshazzar.” Dan. 8:1.
Daniel was “astonished at the vision, but none understood
it.” Dan. 8:27. The time, moreover, had elapsed, and
Jerusalem was still a waste. So later “in the Trst year of
Darius,” who “was made king over the realm of the
Chaldeans” (Dan. 9:1), Daniel was shown “by books the
number of the years, whereof the word of the Lord came
to Jeremiah the prophet, that he would accomplish
seventy years in the desolations of Jerusalem.” Dan. 9:2.
Jerusalem, however, was still a desolation, though the
time of the people’s captivity according to prophecy was
fulTlled and the vision was still “none [not] understood,’ as
is clearly seen from Daniel’s prayer: Daniel 9:3-27 

The angel apportioned the seventy weeks into three
periods: “seven weeks, and three-score and two weeks,”
and “one week.” And though in his words to Daniel,
quoted above, he explained the time prophesied, yet
Daniel still did not fully understand the vision. As he did
certainly, however, understand the angel’s interpretation
of the “ram” and of the “goat’’ to be symbolical of “Persia”
and “Grecia” respectively, the work of “the exceeding great
horn” was therefore what he did not understand And so it
was that later “in those days,” he was again “mourning;”
this time, “three full weeks.’ Whereupon he says: 

I saw “a certain man clothed in linen, whose loins were
girded with Tne gold of Uphaz…. Then said he unto me,…
Now I am come to make thee understand what shall befall
thy people in the latter days: for yet the vision is for many
days.” “For at the time of the end shall be the vision.” Dan.
10:5, 12, 14; 8:17

Daniel’s prayer echoes the warning given by Moses in
Deuteronomy concerning the captivity and scattering
of Israel for disobedience to God’s law.
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Further Study

Mal. 4:4, 5 – “Remember ye the law of Moses My servant,
which I commanded unto him in Horeb for all Israel, with the
statutes and judgments. Behold, I will send you Elijah the
prophet before the coming of the great and dreadful day of
the Lord.”

The only law of Moses, therefore, that we can possibly be
admonished to remember, is the third part of his law: the
moral law, which consists of the things that pertain to us
as individuals, the things that we as individuals must
perform, the things that perfect our character, the things
that make us a peculiar people. We therefore need to
search out and do the things contained in the moral law
of Moses – “The commandments, and the statutes and the
judgments.” Deut. 5:31. 

And the surest way to select these moral essentials from
among those things which pertain to the sacriTcial and
the legal systems, is to go to the book of Deuteronomy.
This book is the summary of all the laws and statutes
which Moses spoke to ancient Israel, his last words.
